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Tier 4 (General) Student Visa
Å You can only apply a maximum of 3 months before course starts

Å You can arrive in the UK before your course starts, up to 1 month 
before , if your course lasts more than 6 months

Å Length of visa for degree and above ïfull length plus 4 months 

Å Fee for an overseas visa application is c£335 (USD436) 
www.gov.uk/visa - fees

Å You will submit your visa application online and book an 
appointment to submit the required documents in person . It will 
take 15 working days for visa processing (or use Priority Visa 
service) 

Å Recommended not to make travel plans when applying for visa, and 
do not plan to arrive too early

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Visa points system

You need 40 points for a visa. To gain enough points, you need: 

CAS (confirmation of acceptance for studies) = 30 points

Å Must have unconditional offer and firmly accepted

Å CAS will be sent out automatically by admissions from June 2017 (for 
September 2017 start dates )

CAS Deadlines for courses commencing September 2017: 

Å Meet all conditions and CAS requirements by 31 August 2017. 

Å The latest date to issue CAS for students is 20 September 2017. 

We will provide CAS details to you by email . You must check the CAS 
information carefully to verify that everything is correct. 

Note for undergraduate students: CAS is not the same as UCAS ID
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Visa points system
Funding = 10 points

Å Provide bank statement (recommended to get from bank a week before 
visa application)

Å Course fees for first year 

Å £9,135 for living costs (=£1,015 per month for 9 months minimum).

Å In an account in your name or jointly in your name 

Å Money must be in the account for 28 consecutive days prior to 
application date. It cannot dip below the required amount, even for 
one day, otherwise your application may be refused. 

Å Payments made for accommodation cannot be included

Å Please note that parentsô business account statements will not be 
accepted

Å Sponsored students should provide a copy of their sponsor letter to 
sponsorship - assistant@nottingham.ac.uk
